In framework of the cooperation with Japan, the
IUFRO Secretariat and SylvaVoc, its multilingual
project on forest terminology are grateful to be given
the opporiunity to report to you about the progress
and good development of this project under Lhe fina-
ncial support of Japan.

Let me summarize in brief words the ideas of a
IUFRO project in multilingual forest terminology.
Responding to a need of a clear and well-defined
forestry language in decision-making and interna-
tional processes, for the foresters and their counter-
parts in politics and new emerging environmental
activities, SylvaVoc was conceived as service unil
within the IUFRO Secretarial, as a clearinghouse for
With the aim

to ensure high-quality and continuity of terminolo-

terminological activities in forestry.

gy work in the international discussion, it is based on
the cooperation with the many forestry experts who
are represented in the IUFRO structure and IUFRO-
Net. SylvaVoc is taking advantage of their expert

knowledge to assure its aims which are :

*to provide bibliographical and consultation

services aboul forest terminologies and termi-
nological activities

*to contribule to the harmonization and inte-
gration of existing and future terminological
data

* to make compiled and improved data availa-
ble in a terminological database and through
computer nelworks

*lo produce special glossaries for specific
target groups in an appropriate medium of
publication.

We are happy to report that within the last year
SylvaVoc has gained wide acceptance which was
noticed not only inside but also outside the Union,
especially when participating in TKE "96 (Terminolo-
gy and Knowledge Engineering Congress) in August
1996, We are getling requests about publications,
but also about the implementation of Lthe terminolog-

ical database and its accessibility.

These are the main intentions and the project out-
line. More particularly, with respect to the coopera-

tion with Japan, 1 shouid like to give you more
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detailed information on progress and development of
our activities, When we received the most welcome
and pleasant news aboul the financial support of
Japan, we immediately established contacts with
pariners from IUFRO-J to find the appropriate liai-
son person. Dr. lkeda and his assistance Mr.
Morisada of IUFRO-J have been in excellent commu-
nication with our office. In a first phase, joint activ-
ity was sought especially with regard to a) an Inter-
national Bibliography of dictionarics and glossaries
and b) definition work in Japanese for a Terminology
of Forest Management. In total, SylvaVoc received
nine terminological publications from Japan, which
are included in the Bibliography. Some of the publi-
cations have been announced already on the
SylvaVoc Homepage in the Internet. The lHome-
page shows the symbol of the Japanese Official De-
velopment Assistance (Japanese ODA) and the Publi-
cations information page mentions Japan as a spon-
sor of the Publication of the International Bibliogra-
phy of Dictionaries and Glossaries in Forestry. The
draft is finished and the publication is due to be

distributed in early May 1997.

Additional, 1 should add some activilies which
have been finalized in cooperation with third parties
during the past year. A comparative study (one
example is for your information) on the diverging
understanding of some 18 forestry terms (FAQO) and
definitions around 3,000 German concepts for the
lerminology database of the European Commission,

Eurodicautom.

All these activities tend to strengthen the clearing-
house character of SylvaVoc. The basis for infor-
mation is created with the Bibliography and the
database services. The editorial work is progress-
ing. ThelUFRO structure is a help in this endeavor.
[t is a pleasure to report that last year a research
group was created on ‘Trends in forest terminology’
which is surveying new emerging concepts, results
of their discussions will be entered in the SvlvaVoc
terminology database. Emphasis is being placed
also on continued and improved cooperation of the

IUFRO structure and cooperaiion with Japan.

In conclusion, | would like to assure you of my
personal engagement and the great pleasure and sat-
isfaction that I receive from the work for the
SylvaVoc project. 1am convinced that we will con-
tinue to turn our projects and ideas into reality with
