All of the 13 institu-
tions in ROC IUFRO arec. member organizations of
TUFRO. They are very active and productive in
doing research and scientific programs concerning
forestry and environment.

[UFRO. ROC News was first started on October 10,
1988, and distributes several issues every vear. The
latest issue we have just published in January, 2001
was Vol. I4, No. | which [ sent you a few days ago. |
hope that you have already received it.

In vear 2000, ILFRO. ROC News came out in {
issues (Vol. 13, No. 1. No. 4). Vol. 13, No. 1 announced
the 3¢ Regional Workshop of IUFRO 7.03.08. Forest
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Protection in Northeast Asia held at Chiayi. Two
attending reports, “the Pacific Timber Engincering
Conference, 1999” held at Rotorua, New Zealand form
March 14" to 18™ 1999, and “the Symposium on a
Scheme of Education and Practice of Forest Techni-
cian for Forest Mechanization™ sponsored by ihe
Japan Forest Engineering Society and Japan Forest-
ry Agency at Forestry \lechanization Center and
Neri Qigami Onsen, Gunma, Japan on September 24™
and 25™, 1999, were also included.

In Vol. 13, No. 2, two attending reports could be
found. The first one regarded “the 38th [UFRO Exec-
utive Board Mecting” at Ekebo, Sweden and Copen-
hagen, Denmark from September 6" to 13", 1999.
