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Résumé

6) Tilia japonica var. inaensis Kusaxa var. nov:

This new variety is characterized by its very broard bract. The bracts are
elliptic to pandurate, 5.5—9 cm. in length, 3.5—4.5 cm in breadth, round at the
base which finishes at upper portion of the peduncle. Leaves are glabrous
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except sparse hairs on the veins of undersurface, and have no barbate hairs on
the axis of the veins of undersurface.

7) Two forms of Zanthoxylum piperitum.

These two forms are clearly distinguished by their habit of bark. (Pl. 2)
Both forms grow as a hedge plant in the same place. There are no doubt
that this habit of bark is not caused on the environment. We cannot know the
type of Zanthoxylum piperitum belongs to which of these two, because these
are difficult to be distinguished without bark. The writer separates these two,
giving new names as Zanthoxylum piperitum form. corticosum Kusaxa and form.
verrucatum KUsaxa.

8) Callicarpa mollis form. latifolia Kusaxa form. nov.
This is a new form of Callicarpa mollis which have ovate leaves.
9) Tritomodon campanulatus form. hypoleucus Kusaxa form. nov.

This form is distinguished from the typical Tritomodon campanulatus by
the white undersurface of leaves.
