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Seiichi Kixosnmra, Yoshio Oxoro: Statistics of Fogs at Nemuro.
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Résumé

The observational data on fogs during the period from 1947 to 1951 obtained
by the continual observation made by the Nemuro Meteorological Observatory
are delt with statistically. The fog appearing in Nemuro District is mainly the
so-called advection fog which comes from over the Pacific Ocean or the Okhotsk
Sea carried by wind. Statistics are taken on the time of duration, the time of
appearance and disappearance of fogs as well as the distribution of foggy hours
within a day and the number of foggy hours in each month of the year. It is
found, for example, that out of 744 hours of August 200 hours are foggy on an
average. In addition, the fogs in the Nemuro district are compared with those
in other places (Matsue and lizuka), where advection fog does not appear.
