Abstract

I surveyed the flora of wild vascular plants in Shikoku Research Center, Forestry and Forest Products
Research Institute (Kochi city, 33°32'09"N, 133°28'54"E, 50 m above sea level), and documented the
findings. As a result, 321 species, 249 genera, 99 families of vascular plants (114 of woody plant species,
179 of herbaceous species and 28 of ferns) are recorded. The flora was composed of plants in warm-
temperate forest, agricultural weeds, and plants that escaped from introduced trees or herbs.
