You would recognized this plant belongs to Liliaceae, if you saw this flower in the spring. Japanese name
is "sarutori-ibara” which means "blamble catching even a monkey". But you can eat their young shoots
with deep fry and even enjoy beutiful red fruits in the autumn. They are quite frequently observed in
bushes, forest edges and forest plantations.
